YOUNGER MEMBER FORUM

BYLAWS

NOTE:
Article I and IX must not be altered.

ARTICLE I.  NAME AND OBJECTIVE

Section 1.
The name of this organization shall be Younger Member Forum, Hawaii Section, American Society of Civil Engineers.  The abbreviation for the Younger Member Forum shall be YMF.

Section 2.
The objective of the Younger Member Forum shall be the advancement of the science and profession of civil engineering through education in a manner consistent with the objective of the American Society of Civil Engineers.

Section 3.
The actions of the Younger Member Forum shall be consistent with the provisions as set forth in the Constitution and Bylaws of the Hawaii Section.

ARTICLE II.  AREA AND MEMBERSHIP

Section 1.
The area of the Younger Member Forum shall be the entire State of Hawaii.

Section 2.
All members of the American Society of Civil Engineers of all grades, who subscribe to the Bylaws of the Younger Member Forum and who have satisfied current dues requirements of the Section, and who are residents in the YMF area, and who are 35 years old and younger, shall be Subscribing Members of the YMF.  All other younger members of the American Society of Civil Engineers of all grades, whose addresses are within the boundaries of the Section, as defined by the Society, shall be Assigned Members of the YMF.

ARTICLE III.  DUES AND FINANCES

Section 1.
The YMF activities shall be financed by an annual allocation of monies from the Section based on a budget approved by the Section.

Section 2.
There shall be no entrance fee.

ARTICLE IV.  OFFICERS

Section 1.
The officers of the Younger Member Forum shall be a President, a Vice-President, a Secretary, and a Treasurer, and Past President who shall constitute a Board of Directors in which the government of the Younger Member Forum shall be vested.

Section 2.
All officers shall be elected by the Board of Direction for terms of one year. Terms shall begin on October 1 and continue until their successors are elected by the Board of Direction and assume the offices.

Section 3.
Only Subscribing Members of the Younger Member Forum shall be eligible for election to office.

Section 4.
A vacancy in the office of the President shall be filled by one of the current officers. Other vacancies shall be filled for the unexpired term by appointment by the President with approval of the Board of Direction.

Section 5.
The duties of officers shall be those usual for such officers.

Section 6.
No member shall serve in one office position for more than two successive terms.

Section 7.
The Board of Direction shall oversee the preparation of the Annual Report which shall be submitted to the Section in accordance with published requirements.

Section 10.
At meetings of the Board of Direction, three (3) members shall constitute a forum.

ARTICLE V.  NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF OFFICERS

Section 1.
The Nominating Committee shall consist of not less than three Subscribing Members.

Section 2.
The Nominating Committee shall choose candidates for each office and obtain the consent of each nominee to serve if elected.  Only Subscribing Members shall have the right to hold office, serve on committees, or represent the YMF officially.

ARTICLE VI.  MEETINGS

Section 1.
Monthly business meetings shall be called at the discretion of the Board of Direction; or by the President.

Section 2.
At all general meetings, five subscribing members shall constitute a quorum.

Section 3.
All business meetings of the YMF and of the YMF Board of Direction shall be governed by Robert’s Rules of Order, Revised, except as provided in these Bylaws.

ARTICLE VII.  COMMITTEES

Section 1.
The President each year shall appoint the following committees: Community Services, Social Activities, Field Trips, Student Chapter Liaison, PE Refresher Course and Awards.

Section 2.
The President shall appoint such other committees as are from time to time deemed necessary.

ARTICLE VIII.  AMENDMENTS

Section 1.
Bylaws may be adopted or amended only by the following procedure:

(a)
Proposed amendment to the Bylaws may be distributed to the subscribing membership of the YMF to be voted upon or voted upon by those subscribing members of the YMF in attendance at a regular or called meeting if the intent of the proposed amendment was made known to the subscribing members along with the meeting notice.

(b)
To become effective it shall receive an affirmative vote of not less than a majority of the subscribing members voting, and the approval of the Executive Committee of the Hawaii Section.

ARTICLE IX.  MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Section 1.
No part of the net earnings of the YMF shall inure to the benefit of any private shareholder or individual and no substantial part of the activities of the YMF shall be carrying on propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation and the YMF shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributing of statements), any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.

Section 2.
Upon dissolution of the YMF, the assets remaining after the payment of the debts of the YMF shall be distributed to such corporation, community chest, fund, or foundation, organized and operated exclusively for religious, charitable, scientific, testing for public safety, literary or educational purposes, or for the prevention of cruelty to children or animals, which would then qualify under the provisions of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, as they now exist or as they may hereafter be amended, as the Board of Directors shall have designated and in the absence of such designation they shall be conveyed to the American Society of Civil Engineers.
