Subject: Stryker Brigade in Hawaii Update
Speaker: BG Peabody, CDR USACE POD

BG Peabody opened the meeting with a brief
discussion on the current status of the project.
He continued the briefing outlining the impor-
tance of having the Stryker Brigade in Hawaii.  He
emphasized the necessity of having trained and
ready troops and highlighted that Hawaii pro-
vides a central location for rapid response across
the globe.  He concluded his discussion stating
that the US Army will do all they can to preserve

the environment and culturally sensitive areas
within Hawaii.
Feature Subject: Honolulu High-Capacity Transit
Corridor Project
Speaker:  Mr. Clyde Shimizu, P.E., Parsons
Brinckerhoff

Mr. Clyde Shimizu is a licensed civil engineer
with over 26 years of experience in the planning,
design, and construction of transportation pro-
jects.  Being born and raised in Hawaii, he is inti-
mately familiar with the planning issues, design
constraints, and desires of the local community.
Most recently, he was the Project Manager for
the final design of the Bus Rapid Transit – Iwilei to
Waikiki Alignment that resulted in the renovation
of Kuhio Avenue in Waikiki.  Prior to that he was
the conceptual engineering task leader for the
Primary Corridor Transportation Project, which
analyzed various transit alternatives in the same
corridor as the Honolulu High-Capacity Transit
Corridor.  Mr. Shimizu also was the conceptual
engineer task leader for the Nimitz Highway
Improvements Project and helped develop the
two-lane, reversible High Occupancy Vehicle
facility concept between Kalihi Stream and Pier
16 in Iwilei.

Mr. Shimizu presented an informative DVD on
the High-Capacity Transit Corridor Project and
discussed the four alternatives which were eval-
uated to slow the growth of traffic congestion on
O’ahu.  The four alternatives were: No Build ,
Transportation System Management (TSM),
Managed Lane, and Fixed Guideway.  The No
Build alternative focused on replacement and
expansion of the bus fleet and bus facilities.  TSM
was an extension of No Build, but includes fur-
ther expansion of O’ahu’s bus service.  The
Managed Lane alternative consists of construct-

ing a two-lane toll highway viaduct between
Waipahu and Iwilei.  The last alternative, the
Fixed Guideway, includes construction of a fixed
guideway transit system operating with a range
of transit technology options including fixed rail,
light rail, monorail and magnetic levitation.  He
stated that the Fixed Guideway would best meet
Honolulu’s transportation needs.  Further infor-
mation, to include the informative DVD, is avail-
able at www.honolulutransit.org.
