Kevin Folliard,  is an Associate Professor and Austin Industries Endowed Faculty Fellow in the Department of Civil Engineering at the University of Texas at Austin.   Dr. Folliard’s main research interests are in the area of concrete durability, including alkali-silica reaction, delayed ettringite formation, sulfate attack, and frost attack. He founded the Concrete Durability Center at the University of Texas at Austin in 2001.   An ACI Fellow status, he is the chairman of the ACI 201 Committee on Durability of Concrete and active member of the ACI 236 Committee on Materials Science of Concrete.      

Michael Thomas, PHD, PE   is a Professor of Civil Engineering at the University of New Brunswick, Canada and a registered Professional Engineer in the province of New Brunswick. Dr. Thomas’ main research interests are concrete durability and the use of industrial by-products including pozzolans and slag. His studies on durability have included alkali-silica reaction, delayed ettringite formation, sulfate attack, deicer-salt scaling, carbonation, chloride ingress and embedded steel corrosion. 
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· Dr. Kevin Folliard and Dr. Michael Thomas founded the School of Concrete, Inc. in 2005, with the primary goal of training and educating the concrete industry, State Department of Transportation (DOTs), and others on topics related to concrete materials and construction. 

· One of the most highly rated seminar at the 2008 World of Concrete on “Do’s and Don’ts of Concrete Durability” 
· Dr. Folliard conducts most of his research at the Concrete Durability Center, University of Texas at Austin.  Research sponsors include FHWA, TxDOT, ICAR, and NCHRP.
