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WAIAKEA INTERMEDIATE TAKES FIRST
IN THE 25th HAWAII STATE MATHCOUNTS COMPETITION

Life gets interesting for most people when the
out of the ordinary happens. It makes reporting
an event rousing. So on Saturday, March 8,
2008, Waiakea Intermediate School of the Big
Island pulled off an unexpected victory by placing
first at the 2008 25th Hawaii State MATH-
COUNTS Competition at Kamehameha Schools
Kalama Dining Hall. Waiakea Intermediate, a DOE
school, beat the two prestigious private schools
lolani and Punahou who had dominated the
competition for years. To make matters even
more interesting, | was told that Waiakea
Intermediate had won the very first Hawaii
MATHCOUNTS competition 25 years ago. As a
taxpayer it is very pleasing to see DOE, public
schools, do so well.

Waiakea team members are Patrick Peng,
Mark Seu, Katherine Torigoe, and Liann
Yamashita. Their proud coaches are Arlene
Cabalce-Yamakawa, Tanya Lee, and Mike
McCumiskey. They made history and took home
the MATHCOUNTS Hawaii State 1st Place
Perpetual Trophy and the bragging rights. With
this victory Coach Cabalce-Yamakawa will be the
official Hawaii State Team Coach at the MATH-
COUNTS National Finals in Denver, Colorado on
May 9, 2008.

The students accompanying Cabalce-
Yamakawa and representing the State of Hawaii
at the National are the top four Mathletes in the
Countdown Round. They are first place, Mark
Seu of Waiakea; second place, Naoki Shigeta of
Washington Middle; third place, Daron Lee of
Highlands Intermediate; and fourth place, William
Chen of Punahou. Ten contestants are selected
to compete in the Countdown Round based on
their total scores from the Sprint and Target
Rounds. These ten top scorers starting with the

highest score to the lowest score were Mark Seu
of Waiakea, Naoki Shigeta of Washington Middle,
Daron Lee of Highlands Intermediate, William
Chen of Punahou, Mitchell Kwock of lolani,
Patrick Peng of Waiakea, Travis Le of Punahou,
Zhengyuan Ma of Punahou, Cordelia Xie of lolani,
and Liann Yamashita of Waiakea. As you can
see, Waiakea had three out of four team mem-
bers in the top ten.

As a team Waiakea was followed by Punahou
in second, Washington Middle third, lolani fourth,
Highlands Intermediate fifth and Stevenson
Intermediate sixth. Washington Middle School
had placed first in the Oahu Chapter Competition
in February. Competing in this State finals were
seven teams from Oahu and one team each from
the islands of Hawaii, Kauai, and Maui.

During the awards ceremony the presenters
were Rowena Blaisdell of Kamehameha Schools,
Gail Hayashi of Aloha Airlines, Estelle Wong of
the Department of Education (DOE), and Nathan
Yuen of the Hawaii Society of Professional
Engineers. These organizations along with
Hawaiian Electric Company are major sponsors
of MATHCOUNTS in Hawaii.

MATHCOUNTS is a national math competition
for 6th, 7th and 8th graders. Students compete
individually in the Sprint Round solving 30 math
problems in 40 minutes. Next comes the Target
Round where students try to solve eight prob-
lems within approximately 30 minutes. The Team
Round finishes the written portion of the compe-
tition. In this round students work together solv-
ing 10 problems in 20 minutes. In the
Countdown Round, the 10 competing students
are chosen based on their individual scores.
First, the two lowest-ranked students are paired,
a question is projected and students are given 45

seconds to solve the problem. Three questions
are read to each pair of students, one question at
a time, and the student who scores the most
points captures the place, progresses to the next
round and challenges the next highest-ranked
student. This procedure continues until the
fourth-ranked Mathlete and her/his opponent
compete. For the final four rounds, the first stu-
dent to correctly answer three questions
advances. The Countdown Round proceeds until
a firstplace individual is identified.

State MATHCOUNT teams from all 50 states,
the District of Columbia, U.S. territories and State
Department and Department of Defense schools
worldwide will compete in the National Finals in
Denver, Colorado on May 9, 2008. The 228
Mathletes® competing in the Lockheed Martin
MATHCOUNTS National Competition represent
more than 500,000 students who participate in
MATHCOUNTS at the school level.

The Founding Sponsors of MATHCOUNTS are
the National Society of Professional Engineers,
the National Council of Teachers of Mathematics
and CNA Foundation. National Sponsors also
include Lockheed Martin, Raytheon Company,
Texas Instruments Incorporated, General Motors
Foundation, 3M Foundation, Northrop Grumman
Foundation and National Aeronautics and Space
Administration.

Meeting notes: February 22nd, 2008

Speaker: Bob Isler, Project Manager
Hawaiian Electric Company, Inc.

Subject: “HECO’s 2009 110 MW Power
Plant”

Bob provided an update on his July 2006 pre-
sentation to EAH on his 110 MW power plant
project. The project has since received critical air
permitting and PUC approvals and is now mov-
ing forward for construction. Bob is hoping to
start construction this spring once all permits are
obtained. The plant is planned to be operational
in 2009. Bob explained that it is now HECO’s
intent to operate the new plant on 99% Bio-

diesel. The reason for the 99% is that there is a
tax credit for blended bio-diesel.  Bob briefly
explained HECO's environmental procurement
policy developed in cooperation with Natural
Resources Defense Council (NRDC) for sustain-
ably produced palm oil. Bob passed around
samples of the refined and unrefined palm oil.
The unrefined palm oil was like a white thick
paste, which did not flow at room temperature.
He also explained that bio-diesel actually is not
diesel. Diesel is derived from a petroleum feed
stock, while palm oil is an agricultural product.
The bio-diesel does actually work in a diesel
engine; however the heat content is slightly lower.

Meeting notes: February 29th, 2008

Travis Hylton — Physics Humor: A Neutron
goes into a bar and orders a beer.

Speaker: Rick Schnarf - Trane Company

Subject: “Variable Volume Air
Conditioning”

Rick’s subject was something that is changing
things in the air conditioning industry and is sav-
ing money and energy. Rick started by explain-
ing that a chiller is the mechanical equipment that
has a compressor, which pumps refrigerant
between the low pressure side to the high pres-
sure side and in the process cools or chills water.
The water is then pumped through buildings to
provide the air conditioning we all expect today.
Since the start of using mechanical chillers to
provide air conditioning, the chilled water that is
pumped through the chiller has always been held
at a constant or fixed flow rate. Rick explained
there were very good reasons for doing this. One
was that if the flow water flow is too low the water
can actually freeze up the chiller. Also if the flow
is too low the chiller can lose control of the heat
load and will shut down.  So water flows in
chillers were typically designed to meet the max-
imum load demand and would run 24 hours a
day at that maximum flow rate. However, with
today’s more sophisticated computer controls
the chilled water flow can safely be varied within
the chiller.  This allows for many benefits. Since
the flow can be varied, the flow can be matched
to the actual air conditioning loads in the building.
This means the water through the chiller does not
have to flow at the maximum flow rate, which
only occurs a few hours each month. Also since
the flow can be varied the piping distribution sys-
tem in the building can be redesign to reduce
piping sizes and the number of pumps. So less
pumping means less energy and smaller pipe
sizes means lower construction costs. Rick con-
cluded by say that now all the chiller manufactur-
ers are offering variable flow chillers.

Summary of the February 2008 Meeting

David Arakawa, Director of the Land Use
Research Foundation (LURF), and David Tanoue,
Deputy Director of Department of Planning and
Permitting, spoke at ITE Hawaii Section February
Meeting.

Mr. Arakawa informed us that LURF is the
voice of landowners and developers in Hawaii. It
was established in 1979 to promote and advance
the interests of the development community, par-
ticularly in the areas of land use laws and regula-
tions. Over the years, LURF has been a strong
voice of reason, working to represent the inter-
ests of its membership and at the same time find
common ground for the concerns of govern-
ment, business, and the community. LURF
accomplishes this through a three-pronged pro-
gram of Research, Information, and Advocacy.

Mr. Tanoue briefed us
his views on Transit
Oriented  Development
(TOD), traffic related land
use  regulation, the
city’s position on
Environmental Assess-
ment. TOD will allow
density and growth sur-
rounding the planned
fixed guideway stations.
It not only benefits the
surrounding  communi-
ties, but also relieves the
growth pressure for North
Shore and East Honolulu.
Only with the planned
growth in Ewa, Kapolei,
and Central Oahu, “keep
country country” is possi-
ble. One of the big chal-
lenges for TOD is the
areas such as Moillili and
Makiki where many small
lots have multiple land
owners.
