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UHM College of Engineering Update

With another successful
year logged into the
books, the University of
Hawaii at Manoa College
of Engineering continues
to move forward in 2008
under the excellent stew-
ardship of Dean Peter
Crouch with key appoint-
ments, a new organiza-
tional structure, new faculty hires, new strategic
partnerships and increases in private support.
This year, the College is celebrating its centenni-
al with a festive homecoming celebration in
October (see related article).

New Appointments/Reorganization

Dean Crouch has steadily assembled his
senior management team and created a new
organizational structure to help achieve his vision
of a full-service, nationally ranked, research-dri-
ven engineering college that continues to serve
as a steady workforce engine for the State.
Highlights include the appointments of Bruce
Liebert, to interim associate dean for academic
affairs and Peter Mouginis-Mark to acting associ-
ate dean for research. Liebert is a faculty mem-
ber in mechanical engineering, while Mouginis-
Mark concurrently serves as director for the
Hawaii Institute for Geophysics and Planetology.

The College has also appointed Eric
Matsunaga as director of the newly created mar-
keting and public affairs office and Isaac Fujioka
as senior administrative officer in charge of the
personnel, fiscal, information technology and
facilities departments.

New Faculty

Under Dean Crouch, the College continues to
see growth in its faculty. This semester, the
College anticipates the arrival of two electrical
and three mechanical engineering faculty mem-
bers. In Spring 2009, the College will welcome
two more faculty in the electrical and mechanical
disciplines. Below are the five recent hires.

Civil and Environmental Engineering

e Assistant Professor Farshad Rajabipour holds
a Ph.D. in construction materials, a M.S. in
construction engineering and management
from Purdue University and a B.S. in civil engi-
neering from the Sharif University of
Technology in Tehran. His research includes
the material sciences of concrete, sustainabili-
ty of construction materials, non-destructive
testing and health monitoring, and transport in
porous media.

Assistant Professor Tao Yan holds a Ph.D. in
civil engineering from the University of
Minnesota. His research interests include envi-

ronmental microbiology, molecular microbial
ecology, environmental genomics, soil/sedi-
ment bioremediation, fate and transport of
waterborne pathogens. He received his M.S.
in environmental engineering from Tsinghua
University in Beijing and his B.S. in environ-
mental engineering from Wuhan University of
Technology.

Electrical Engineering:

e Assistant Professor David Garmire received his
B.S. in both computer science and in mathe-
matics from Carnegie Mellon University and a
Ph.D. in computer science from the University
of California at Berkeley. His research interests
include micro-electro-mechanical systems
(MEMS), computer aided design (CAD) for
MEMS, computer vision and computational
biology.

e Assistant Professor Yingbin Liang received her
Ph.D. in electrical engineering from the
University of llinois at Urbana-Champaign in
2005. She was a Vodafone-US Foundation
Fellow from 2003-05. Her research interests
include information security, wireless communi-
cations and networks, and information theory.

Hawaii Space Flight Laboratory

e Specialist Trevor Sorensen holds B.S., M.S.,
and D.E. degrees in aerospace engineering
from the University of Kansas. His expertise is
in astronautics, including space system
design, space mission operations, spacecraft
autonomy, astrodynamics, satellite remote
sensing, lunar missions, computer applica-
tions, and spacecraft ground segment. He
worked as an assistant to the NASA flight
directors for the early shuttle flights.

Expanding Strategic/Educational
Partnerships

On October 7, 2008, the University of Hawaii
and the Department of Homeland Security will
celebrate the opening of the Center of Excellence
for Maritime, Island and Port Security. The
College of Engineering and the School of Ocean
and Earth Science and Technology will serve as
co-leaders of the center that will help conduct
research and develop technologies to strengthen
the country’s maritime safety. Under the agree-
ment, the University is eligible to receive a grant
of up to $2 million a year over the next four to six
years.

STEM Education, Robotics and Research
Experiences for Teachers

The College continues its support of the
Governor’s innovation in education initiative, cor-
roborated by the 24th State Legislature through
ACT 111 which spotlights science, technology,
engineering and math (STEM) education in

o

Hawaii. In June 2008, the College, Office of the
Vice-Chancellor for Research, and Referentia
Systems, Inc. launched  the  STEM
Intercommunity Portal (SIP-Hawaii), an internet
portal which provides a user driven meeting
place for advancing interest, knowledge and
opportunities in STEM. The goal is to build a
dynamic interchange that opens gateways of
learning, research and professional development
among stakeholders from the university, the
department of education, STEM program devel-
opers and private and public sectors. SIP-Hawaii
can be found at http://sip-hawaii.org.

The recent explosion of interest in after-school
robotics has resulted in expanded programs and
competitions. Through ACT 111, the College
supports competitions such as Botball, FIRST
Robotics  Competition and the Hawaii
Underwater Robot Challenge. In addition to
funding, the College provides consistent support
by way of faculty, staff, student mentors, judges,
referees and volunteers to many of these pro-
grams.

The Research Experiences for Teachers (RET-
Hawaii) program provides enrichment and pro-
fessional development opportunities for middle
school teachers of STEM subjects in Hawaii pub-
lic schools. With Act 111 support, the program
grew exponentially in fiscal year 2007-08, from
four to 23 middle schools on four islands. The
College provides material support in the form of
hardware and software, as well as access to
expertise, state-of-the art resources and techni-
cal support.

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INTRODUCING: ENGINEERS WITHOUT
BORDERS HONOLULU CHAPTER

The Honolulu Professional Chapter of
Engineers Without Borders USA (EWB-USA) was
formed this summer and is looking for fellow pro-
fessionals to assist in various humanitarian engi-
neering efforts. A kick-off informational meeting
for the engineering professional community and
potential partner organizations is being held on
Wednesday September 10, 2008 from 5:15 to
8:00 pm at the Bishop Museum Paki Room. The
meeting will include a brief introduction to EWB-
USA, to the UH student chapter activities, to
planned projects in Nicaragua and Peru, as well
as discussions on ways in which professionals
can get involved. There is no cost to attend the
meeting where light refreshments will be provid-
ed.

EWB-USA, formed in Fall 2000 by a professor
at the University of Colorado, is a non-profit
501(c)3) tax exempt humanitarian organization
established to partner with developing communi-
ties worldwide in order to improve their quality of
life. This partnership involves the implementation
of sustainable engineering projects, while involv-
ing and training internationally responsible engi-
neers and engineering students.

The activities of EWB-USA range from the
construction of sustainable systems that devel-
oping communities can own and operate without
external assistance, to empowering such com-
munities by enhancing local, technical, manager-
ial, and entrepreneurial skills. These projects are
initiated by, and completed with, contributions
from the host community working with EWB pro-
ject teams. Currently, EWB has approximately
250 active and completed projects in 47 coun-
tries, 12,000 members and 270 student and pro-
fessional chapters.

EWB-USA contributes to mesting the United
Nations Millennium Development Goals (MDGs)
through capacity building in community projects.
Capacity building is defined in that context as
“..the building (or strengthening) of human, insti-
tutional and infrastructure capacity to help soci-
eties develop secure, stable and sustainable
economies, governments and other institutions
through mentoring, training, education, physical
projects, the infusion of financial and other
resources, and most importantly, the motivation
and inspiration of people to improve their lives”

A student chapter of EWB was initiated at the
University of Hawaii in Fall 2007. The student
chapter president is Jacob Tyler and the faculty
advisor is Amarijit Singh. The student chapter
has been active in completing two local projects,
and has a project approved by EWB-USA for
construction of a footbridge in La Pita,
Nicaragua. They are also in the planning stages
for a water supply project in Chincha, Peru.

Professionals are needed to serve as mentors
for student projects, to be Technical Advisory
Committee (TAC) members or liaisons, Health
Metrics Group members, to provide short train-
ing sessions for students, to be a knowledge
resource for students and other EWB profession-
als, to provide Quality Control review of projects,
and to help with project fundraising. Some of
these project roles could involve international
travel, if desired. It is also noteworthy that EWB
is not just for engineers and is also looking for
health professionals, journalists, teachers, busi-
ness people, and persons with cultural back-
grounds in common with project countries.
