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Energy issues lead to innovative solutions in Hawaii

October has been National Energy Awareness
Month since the first President Bush declared it
in 1991. This year, interest in energy is particular-
ly strong, driven by rising prices and a growing
concern about power production which is under-
stood to be — along with transportation, manu-
facturing and other sources — a cause of global
warming.

In Hawaii, we have seen price increases for
gas and food and airline tickets and many other
goods and services, along with electricity. And
the question on many people’s minds is — what
are we going to do about this?

At Hawaiian Electric, we understand and
empathize with our customers — large and small
— facing high bills. We have tried to do all we can
to help customers manage their energy costs.

Recently, we compiled “101 Ways to Save” on
electrical bills. The publication is available as a
free  booklet and on our website,
www.heco.com. We also updated our popular
“Energy Tips and Choices; A Guide to an Energy-
Efficient Home” booklet, which is also available
online. Our customers can also find helpful tips
in community and daily newspapers and on tele-
vision and radio.

Energy efficiency is not a new theme for
Hawaiian Electric. Not only can conservation
and efficiency save money, they are also the
fastest and cheapest ways to reduce our depen-
dence on fossil fuel and reduce our contribution
to climate change. So consumers continue to
play a big role, whether they install solar panels,
use CFLs, or use the many other energy saving
techniques.

But some big changes in our energy future
must come from Hawaiian Electric, government
and business partners, including renewable ener-
gy developers, landowners and, soon, the agri-
culture industry.

Hawaii already and increasingly is using a vari-
ety of renewable resources — waste-to-energy,
geothermal, solar, wind, small scale hydro and
soon, we hope, energy from the ocean. All these
and more can contribute to a well-rounded port-
folio of renewable energy.

One of Hawaii’s greatest immediate opportuni-
ties to increase use of renewable sources is fuel
switching, that is, greening our existing genera-
tion by replacing “black fuel” with green.

We have a “fleet” of generators that run on lig-
uid fuel, at present, heavy fuel oil or diesel.
Abandoning these generators and building
enough new ones would take a huge capital
investment, and a long time. Substituting or
blending renewable liquid biofuels for use in
existing generators gives us a unique opportuni-

ty not shared by utilities elsewhere that are large-
ly dependent on coal, nuclear or large-scale
hydro.

Hawaiian Electric’s goal is to create a local bio-
fuels industry, starting with growing as much of
the feed stock as possible in these islands and
using this local, clean, renewable resource —
along with other renewables — to supply electric-
ity to our company.

Next year we will be testing biofuel mixtures in
our heavy oil steam generators. BlueEarth
Biofuels is planning to build a biodiesel facility on
Maui to supply Maui Electric Company which
almost exclusively uses petrodiesel for conven-
tional generation.  Finally, our new Campbell
Industrial Park generating station, due to come
online in 2009, will use 100-percent biodiesel.

We now send three to four BILLION dollars out
of state annually for fuel. If we can keep even a
fraction of that here at home for local agriculture
and other home-grown renewable energy, we will
improve our economy and our energy security at
the same time.

A switch to biofuels — done properly — contin-
ues to have support from the federal and state
governments, reputable environmental groups,
and Hawaiian Electric. We are committed to
doing this while adhering to strict environmental
sourcing standards.

Considerable research is underway locally to
determine the best biofuels crops and growing
methods here. Jatropha is especially promising.
It is a perennial shrub that grows on marginal land
with little water or care and it can be harvested
mechanically. Local oil palm, kukui nuts, kamani
and pongamia (Indian beech) are contenders as
well.

Another very promising feed stock that does
not impact the food chain is marine micro-algae.
Algae thrive on carbon dioxide. CO2 from power
plant stacks is fed into the algae tanks. When the
algae are harvested the algal oil is pressed out
and the residue can be used as animal feed and
other high value products. The algal oil can then
be processed into biodiesel and returned to the
same power plant as fuel. This has worked in the
laboratory and is being tested in the field.

In August, an agreement among HR
Biopetroleum (a high-tech start up that began at
the University of Hawaii), major landowner and
kama’aina firm Alexander & Baldwin and
Hawaiian Electric and Maui Electric companies
was announced to develop an algae farm next to
MECO’s Ma’alaea Power Plant.

Will renewables mean lower electricity prices?
While the answer varies among renewable tech-
nologies, the overall answer is that upfront invest-
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ment will be needed to move in the right direc-
tion. That will mean prices will be high at first.

In the long term, prices for most renewable ener-
gy sources should be more stable and pre-
dictable than the price of oil from foreign or
domestic sources. This will be even truer when
carbon fees, taxes or other control mechanisms
are added to the price of oil.

The present-day realties faced by utilities and
all of us as consumers and taxpayers include the
need to more away from fossil fuels, the need to
increase renewables, the need to reduce our car-
bon footprint and the need to do all of these
things will protecting our economy and way of
life. It is a challenge we must all face together.
