UNIVERSITY OF HAWAII ASCE STUDENT CHAPTER HOSTS PSWRC COMPETITION

The ASCE Student Chapter at the University of
Hawaii very successfully hosted the Pacific
Southwest Regional Conference (PWSRC) at var-
jous venues on the Manoa campus and at Keehi
Lagoon on April 2-3-4. The PSWRC was last
hosted by UH in 1994 when approximately 350
students participated and the canoe races were
held in the Ala Wai Canal. This year, 650 stu-
dents from 16 mainland schools (plus 75 from
UH Manoa) participated in the various competi-
tions and everyone worked hard and had a great
time. The participating schools included: Arizona
State, Univ. of Arizona, Northern Arizona Univ.,
CSU Fullerton, CSU Long Beach, CSU Los
Angeles, CSU Northridge, Cal Poly Pomona, Cal
Poly San Luis Obispo, Loyola Marymount, San
Diego State, UC San Diego, UCLA, UC Irvine,
USC, UNLV, and UH Manoa. The PSWRC is the
second largest of the 18 regional conferences
held each year. The events this year included
concrete canoe (at Keehi Lagoon), steel bridge
(at Stan Sheriff Arena), Concrete Ulu Maika, scav-
enger hunt, technical paper, volleyball, EWB
bridge design, quiz bowl, surveying, impromptu,
environmental, tug of war, business meeting,
career fair at Stan Sheriff Arena, faculty advisors
dinner, and awards banquet/luau at Sea Life
Park. The conference theme was Pa ani Wiliki
(engineering games).

The Conference Committee, chaired by
Student Chapter President Jessica Agsalda, and
including the other chapter officers: Lori Higashi
(V-P), Kristen Au (Tres.), Miranda Li (Recording
Sec.) and Alicia Nakano (Corresponding Sec.)

Meeting notes: March 13th, 2009

Speaker: Dr. Peter Crouch — Dean College
of Engineering UH Manoa Title: Role of
Engineering in Hawai’i. Dr. Crouch talked
about four subjects the importance of engineer
for today’s society, engineering work force issues
in Hawaii, implications for the College of
Engineering, and implications for engineering and
Hawaii in general. Dr. Crouch usually starts his
talks to non-engineers and K12 students by ask-
ing, how many came by car, do they have a cell-
phone, did they drink water, his point being that
everything that they touch during the day has
been engineered. Many in society do not under-
stand that and do not appreciate it. In the past
100 years the need for engineers has been met,
however currently there are not the engineers in
the schools that can replace the present genera-
tion of engineers, so Dr Crouch is not sure if we
can count on there being enough engineers for
America in the next 100 years if nothing is done
to increase the engineering students. Dr. Crouch
recently traveled to Singapore at the end of
2008. It is a Nation State no bigger then Oahu.
They are well organized. They only have one
more river to dam up. 5/6 of Singapore is devel-
oped. The last 1/6 is used for manufacturing.
One quarter of the GDP is in Manufacturing.
They believe this is essential to have this dirty
word in Hawaii, “Manufacturing”. Hawaii thinks
that we can go from an agrarian economy to a
knowledge based economy like San Jose, Intel
just closed their last manufacturing plant, without
going through GO, without ever making anything.
Dr. Crouch believes this will be difficult. Dr.
