KNOW YOUR ASCE HISTORY

The Story of Pope Road

Last month (July 2010) | posed a quandary
about the location of Pope Road on the Manoa
campus of the University of Hawaii. Two build-
ings of the old Engineering Quadrangle (EQ)
complex display “Pope Road” address signs to
this day, but no such road appears in modern
campus maps. By the way, as | explained in
February 2010, Willis T. Pope became the acting
Head of the institution in 1908 following the death
of Prof. Roadhouse, the first officially appointed
President who never made it to Hawai'i.

To answer the question about the location of
Pope Road, | visited two sections of Hamilton
Library: The Hawaiian Collection and the office of
Jim Cartwright, the University of Hawaii Archivist.

At the Hawaiian Collection section, | located
several maps from 1941 to the present.

Victor Kobayashi's 1983 edited volume
“Building a Rainbow” included a map reproduced
from the April 23, 1941, issue of the student
newspaper Ka Leo showing a one-block
unnamed road from the EQ to the east, coincid-
ing with the general alignment of Pope Road as
